�x	 In the chapter “Fwfty is Nifty,” the teenager next to 
Joan Berger Rosen is not Carl Uhrmacher, but rather 
Steve Ritzwoller.  

�x	 The book’s opening chapter, which pointed out who 
was related to whom among the Temple founders, 
mistakenly stated that several of the Gans families 
were related. They were not. That, too, is corrected in 
the online version.

�x	 Alvin and Mannie Kramer, who were among the con-
gregation’s founders, were Sam Levy’s stepsons, not 
his brothers-in-law. Their mother was Addie Kramer 
Levy. 

My thanks to congregants who pointed out the errors. 
This sets the record straight. Not bad for 100 years of his-
tory.
