Musings, continued from page 1
gates, that open and close.  But God never allows a 
gate to close without opening another somewhere in 
its place.  When your daughter died, a gate clanged 
shut behind you.  It is as if you are even now look-
ing back through the gate that closed, rattling its 
iron bars in the hope of going back again.  But you 
cannot return.  Your life has changed irreversibly.  
Somewhere, there is another gate awaiting you, but 
you cannot find it as long as you face the wrong way 
looking wistfully at the past.

“That is what N’illah is about: gates closing 
and other gates opening.  You will never forget this 
tragedy, but you will be able to move on to another 
place that lies beyond—through the gate you have 
yet to find.”  (The Journey Home, pp. 29-32)
The woman, after thinking about that overnight, pro-

nounced it comforting and said that she looked forward to 
finding her next gate.  Each of us, no doubt, has had our tri-
als—failures, griefs, disappointments.  With the frenetic pace 
of modern life, you may not have taken time to ponder what 
is next in life—what gate may have opened already or might 
open soon.

Yom Kippur is a great gift: now is the time for closing 
some gates and opening others.
